Dear Parents/Carers 
 
The end of term (Thursday 1st April) marks the final day in the existing Q3 Academy buildings and 
although this will be an emotional day for many it will mark the beginning of new hope and 
opportunity.  
 
The students and staff have been visiting the new building as part of a programme of induction tours 
in preparation for the start of the Summer Term which commences on Monday 26th April 2010. 
Students will be asked to assemble at 9.00 am on the new MUGA (multi-use games area) and will 
then be escorted by their tutor into the new Academy.  A series of important activities will be taking 
place during the day including familiarisation with the layout of the new building, accessing individual 
lockers and training in the use of the electronic personal identification and lunch cards.  Students will 
still be able to purchase lunch using cash during the first week however; we would encourage as 
many students as possible to use the ‘cashloaders’ to credit their electronic ID/lunch cards.  Parents 
will also be able to credit the students’ cards using ‘Parent Pay’ via the internet further details will be 
available via the Academy website. 
  
A key focus of the first day will be the welcome assembly with myself, our sponsors and staff. 
We have also identified a date during the Easter holidays for parental visits to the new building.  We 
do hope you will be able to join us on 8th April at one of the two sessions identified below.  Each 
session will begin with a brief welcome in the Lecture Theatre followed by a tour of the building.

If you would like to attend it is essential that you complete the attached proforma to assist with our 
planning for the sessions.
