Students in Years 7-9 have a lesson of Music per week which increases to three lessons 

per week in Years 10-11, four lessns per week in Year 12, and five lessons per week in 

Year 13, for those who elect to study GCSE or A-Level Music. 

The qualifications offered in Music are GCSE and A-Level.  

Part B: Co-Curricular Music 

This is about opportunities for students to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, 

including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how students can make progress in music 

beyond the core curriculum.

Q3 Academy Great Barr proudly hosts termly Music concerts in partnership with SIPS. 

Many of our students take part in concerts with the SIPS service outside of the Academy 

in addition to those we host.   

The Music department work in partnership with the Drama department as to provide 

Music students with the opportunity to play and/or sing in performances throughout the 

year. Examples of which are our annual pantomimes and any summer performances. 

In addition to this, we offer trips to widen students’ musical curiosity.
